We have had to borrow money 
from other funds just to make payroll and we are fac-
ing that issue again for the end of May. These bor-
rowed monies will have to be repaid to their respec-
tive accounts. Unless we experience increased giv-
ing we will be faced with serious decisions of budget 
cuts. We are entering the time of year when people 
take vacations and giving is typically down, however, 
our bills keep coming due and must be paid. Gods 
work doesn't take a vacation it goes on regardless of 
the time of year.
